Lesson 51:
The Story of the Elephant

Objective:
Retell the story of the Elephant.

Materials:
Paper Bags, glue, scissors, crayons


Saleh’s She Camel Song, Suleiman and the Ants Song, 


Copies of Big Elephants on the Way Song

Procedure:
1. Open circle time with Sura Fatiha and the As Salam Alaykum song.

2. Review Quran stories.  Sing Saleh’s She-Camel, Suleiman and the Ants Song.

3. Ask students to think about ants and tell what they know about elephants.

· They are big and strong.

· They care for each other.

· They are very brave and loyal.

4. Tell the story of the elephant.  Refer to the following website for a summary of the story:

Be sure students know the following details:

-    Abrahah wanted everyone to come to Yemen instead of Mecca for Hajj.

· He had 13 elephants and the biggest one was named Mahmud.

· The Elephant refused to knock the Kabba down.

· Birds dropped stones on the people and killed them.

5. Introduce the song: Big Elephants on the Way.  Sing to “Pink Elephants on Parade,” from the Dumbo movie.

6. Tell students to make an elephant craft. After they make the elephant puppets, ask them to act out the story of the elephant.  Go to the following website to see how to make an ant craft:

· What happened to the elephants?
