Taif  
 

The Prophet  travelled to Taif, a beautiful 
city about 56 miles from Makkah. He 

thought that the people of Taif would listen 
to the beautiful message and accept Islam.  

 
However, the leaders were arrogant and 

instead rejected the message. The leaders of 
Taif asked the others to mock, throw stones 
and chase the Prophet  out from the city.  

 
This was one of the hardest days the 
Prophet Muhammad  faced in his life. 

 

Hurt but Merciful  
 

The Prophet , hurt and bleeding, walked 
away from Taif.  

 
Allah sent Angel Jibrail to the Prophet  and 
the Angel said to the Prophet  that if he 

wished, Jibrail can destroy Taif. But the 
Prophet  showed mercy and said no.  

 
Later the Prophet  returned to Makkah. 

 
Even though life was tough, the Prophet 
never stopped inviting the people to Allah.
