Lesson 18: Muhammad SA as a Child

Objectives:
Identify the names of some of his family.



Compare Muhammad’s (SA) childhood to their own.

Describe Muhammad’s (SA) childhood.

Identify Muhammad (SA) as the last messenger.

Say Sallalahiwasalim after Muhammad’s name.

Materials:
A Visit to Medinah 



Copies of Our Religion is Islam pg. 16, 17, & 13

Procedure:
1.  Open circle time with a sura.  Then sing a couple of songs that he kids suggest.  Sing the Adam Song.


2. Introduce the story of Muhammad with a discussion.  Ask students:

Who taught us how to be Muslims?

When did Muhammad live? (A  long time ago.)

Where do you live? (in the USA.)

What language do you speak in the USA?

Did Muhammad live in the USA? Where did he live?

Did Muhammad speak English? What language did he speak?

How do you go to far places?  (In a car or airplane.)

Did Muhammad have cars?  How did he go places that were far away?

Who takes care of you?  Who took care of  Muhammad when he was little?

(Explain that a lady named Haleema took care of Muhammad in the country.)

What is your mother’s name?  Father’s name?  Uncle’s name? Grandfather’s name?

3. Introduce the book, A Visit to Medinah.  Explain that the book will tell:

The names of some of the people in Muhammad’s family

How Muhammad lived when he was a little boy

Some things that happened to Muhammad when he was a little boy

4. Read the story book, A Visit to Medinah  and discuss answers to these questions:


What was the name of Muhammad’s mother?


Where did Muhammad go when he was six?


What happened on the way back from Medinah?


Who took care of Muhammad after his mother died?  What was his name?


Who took care of Muhammad after his grandfather died? What was his name?

5. Introduce Class work:

Show the students pg. 16 and 17 of Our Religion is Islam.

Read the words on the two pages and have students repeat the words on the two pages after you read them.

Next tell students to tell a partner what a Muslim says after saying the Prophet Muhammad’s (S) name.

6. Allow students to go to their desks to color pages 16 & 17. 

7. While students are coloring ask these questions and record the answers to the questions listed in #4.
