Lesson 16: Yunus and the Whale

Objectives:
Explain the story of Yunes without omitting these events:

Jonah was not patient with his people so he ran away on a boat.




The waters got rough, so they decided to draw lots.




Jonah was picked to go overboard.




A large fish swallowed him.

He prayed for forgiveness and Allah told the fish to let him go.

Materials:
Tale of a Fish by Saniyasnain Khan

Gray fun foam or construction paper  Pre -cut into whale shapes (use Template)




Strips of gray fun foam




Blow out party favors




Black marker

   


optional:  wiggly eyes




pipe cleaners (one per kid)




craft sticks (one per kid)

Procedure:
1.  Open circle time with a sura.  Then sing a couple of songs that he kids suggest.  Sing the Adam Song.


2. Read the story book, Tale of a Fish and discuss answers to these questions:


Why did Yunus leave his people?


Where did he go?


How did a fish swallow him?


What did Yunus do in the fish?


How did Yunus get out of the fish’s belly?

3.  Introduce art project:  First demonstrate how to make the whale before having  students return to their desks to make the whales.

Directions:




1. Glue the craft stick and the wiggle eye to the whale. The craft stick is for 




student to be able to hold the whale.

   

2. Put glue on the plastic mouth piece of the party favor.  Then wrap the strip of fun foam around the mouth piece on the glue and glue the ends of the strips to the back of the whale so that the party favor is attached to the back of the whale.

   

3. Twist a pipe cleaner  into a person shape of a stick man.  This is Jonah.

4. Put the twisted pipe cleaner man in the tongue (party favor) of the whale.  Blow the party favor and the whale spits Jonah out.

4. While students are working on their art projects ask these questions and record the answers:

 
Why did Yunus leave his people?


Where did he go?


How did a fish swallow him?


What did Yunus do in the fish?




How did Yunus get out of the fish’s belly?
Evaluation:
Record students’ answers to the questions listed above.

Assign a grade for the students’ ark craft project.
